FOREWORD

The numismatic collection of the
Archaeological and Ethnographical
Museum in t6dz, of which the
collection of Antoni Klein is a small
but very important part, has a short
history. Its origins, however, can be
traced back to the public and private
collections of coins and medals in
ko6dz in the 1930s. It contains several
dozen artefacts that were deposited
in the first museums in tédz. The
coins were in the collections of the
City Museum, which in 1923 took
over the resources of the Museum of
Science and Art established in 1911.
In 1930 the City Museum was divided
into three separate institutions.
The coins, following an evaluation
of their monetary iconography,
were transferred to the Julian and
Kazimierz Bartoszewicz Museum of
Art" These objects (mainly Polish
coins, but also banknotes)? were lost.
A separate numismatic collection
was created in the Ethnographic
Museum, to which the archaeological
artefacts were transferred. Appre-
ciating the importance and needs
of archaeology, recognizing the
'value’ of cooperation between
ethnography and archaeology, coins
were also collected in this museum.
From this time onwards particular
attention was paid to coin finds.
Both individual coins and hoards

were collected. Principal attention
was paid to finds from the vicinity of
t6dz. Hoards of Roman coins as well
as early medieval coins made their
way to the Ethnographic Museum.
Single examples of Greek and
Roman coins were also purchased.
A number of coins found in the
Republic of Poland were donated to
the Ethnographic Museum,® where
an ‘Asiatic’ ethnographic collection
was also created.* The museum
collections were devastated during
the Second World War.?

In May 1945, the Municipal
Prehistoric Museum was established.
The modest remnants of the
numismatic collection of the pre-
war City Ethnographic Museum
were transferred to this institution,
together with the archaeological
artefacts.

Professor Konrad Jazdzewski
became the director of the
Prehistoric Museum. It was then that
the decision was taken to develop
the museum’s numismatic collection.
In accordance with the name of the
museum, particular attention was
paid to ancient coins and to the
coinage of the early Middle Ages.

Among ProfessorK.Jazdzewski's
colleagues was Anatol Gupieniec,
M.A. (1914-1985), an art historian
by education, and passionate about

ds. Numizmatyki. W 1948 r. na pod-
stawie decyzji Ministerstwa Kultury
i Sztuki utworzono w Muzeum Dziat
Numizmatyczny.

numismatics.® An  independent
post for numismatics was created
in the Museum. In 1948, on the
basis of a decision of the Ministry
of Culture and Art, a Numismatic
Department was created in the
Museum. A. Gupieniec became its
head. Thanks to his efforts, already
in the first years of the Numismatic
Department's existence, the todz
Museum acquired many numismatic
items, from ancient issues to modern
coins. In 1954, the Museum disposed
of over 13.000 coins, including
a number of hoards discovered in
Poland.” A couple of examples are
the hoard from Ruda near Wielun
(a treasure of chopped silver dating
back to the 11th century),® and that
from Klukowicze in the Biatystok
region (a hoard of Arabic coins).?
The fact that the Museum in todz
had a Numismatic Department
soon came to public awareness,
not only among the inhabitants
of £6dz and its surrounding area.
Already at the turn of the 1940s and
1950s, the numismatic collection of
the then Municipal Archaeological
Museum included coins from

private collections.” Coins ‘found
accidentally in the field” were also
handed over."

The creation of the Numismatic
Department in the Archaeological
Museum obliged the Museum to act
in a particular way. Special attention
was paid to coins discovered during
archaeological excavations, as well
as the registering of chance finds.
Both coins found in the country as
well as abroad found their way into
the Museum.

In  December 1948, the
year in which the Numismatic
Department was established in the
Archaeological Museum, the first
post-war numismatic exhibition in
t6dZz was opened. It was the
first,”2 or at least one of the first,
numismatic exhibitions in post-war
Poland. Collectors from £6dz helped
to prepare the exhibition by making
their collections available for display.
In 1954 a Guide to the Numismatic
Department of the Archaeological
Museum in t6dz was published.

Among private  individuals
who in 1948 supported the first
numismatic  exhibition at the
Archaeological Museum in £6dz by
making their collections available for
display was Antoni Klein®, then living

in £6dz. Thanks to Klein's collection
the ‘ancient part’ of the exhibition
acquired special significance. It was
probably this exhibition to present
the history of money in the Middle
East in antiquity. This was probably
the first exhibition in Poland that
presented a broad view of the history
of money in the ancient Middle East.

A. Klein, which is a subject of this
publication, is unique as the find
spot is noted for each coin.

FOR POLISH MUSEUNIS ...

The idea of promoting
individual, private actions aimed at
creatingandenrichingthe collections
of Polish museums, or the resources
of other institutions having similar
collections, seems to have died out
during the Second World War. This
concept was popular mainly in the
second half of the 19th century and
the first decades of the 20th century.
Judging by the number of donors we
know of, including Poles scattered all
over the world, we can say that for
many of them this attitude became
a kind of duty towards Polish culture.
Donations were made to institutions
existing within the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth as well as to those
developing which were far distant
from the home country,’ such as the

One cannot fail to point out at
the outset that in the 19th century
Polish private collections (including
collections of coins), were numerous.
Soon after the loss of independence
and the division of the Polish-

The need to collect works of art,
which first ‘developed’ during the
Renaissance, was exemplified by the
interest in the products of ancient
Greece and Rome which became
widespread.? When it came to coins,
in the case of Poland, it was quickly
noticed that coins minted within
the confines of the territory of the
Roman Empire were to be found in
the ground within Polish territory.™
Maciej of Miechow (1457-1523)"
Rector of the Academy of Cracow,
offered various suggestions as to the
‘routes’ by which Roman coins could
have reached the Polish lands." It was
a special type of ‘evidence’ linking the
history of Poland to that of ancient
Rome. The visits of Poles to Rome,™
and other Italian cities, resulted in the
development of interest in Antiquity
and its ‘remains’."

The 16th century was the period
during which both coin collections
and the first Polish treatises on the
history of money in the ancient
world, not only Roman, are attested
in Poland.™ A treatise by Stanistaw
Grzepski (1523-1570), professor of
the Cracow Academy,”® entitled De
multipli siclo et talento hebraico ...,
Antverpiae 1568, should  be
mentioned here. The coin collections
of S. Grzepski,” and Maciej of
Miechow which has been mentioned
above, were not the only ones in
16th century Cracow.® Stanistaw
Reszka (1544-1600), who spent
almost 20 years in ltaly,”” brought
ancient Roman coins to Krakow. It is
significant that S. Grzepski donated
the coins he had collected to the
Cracow Academy,®® forming a basis
for the further development of the
collection of that University.

It is not possible to omit
mentioning here the older Radziwit
family collections. The history of
these collections stretches back to
Mikotaj Radziwill 'The Black" (1515-
1565).2" He also had a rich library; it is
worth noting that he was associated
with King Sigismund Il Augustus
(1530-1572), who had a beautiful
book collection.?? Mikotaj Krzysztof
Radziwitt 'The Orphan’ (1549-1616),
collected coins in the Holy Land,
from where other Poles brought
back coins, too.?

Collection containing ancient
coins was created by Stanistaw
Sarnicki (1532-1597), the author of
a history of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth entitled, Annales,
sive de origine et rebus gestis
Polonorum et Lithuanorum libri VIII,
which was published in 1587.

In the 17th century the
collecting of works of art became
more common.?* This remark also
applies to coins, which, thanks to the
number of collections, came to the
fore as one of the bases for historical
considerations.

including discussions of coins as
works of art, but they also enabled
reflection on the history of money
as broadly understood. Coin
collecting also became a kind of
political activity when rulers became
involved. It cannot be excluded that
this opinion could be extended
likewise to Wtadystaw IV Vasa (1595-
1648).2> John IlI Sobieski (1629-1696)
was certainly interested in Roman
coins found on Polish lands.?

A small collection of Roman coins
was in the possession of poet Maciej
Kazimierz Sarbiewski (1595-1640),
professor at the Vilnius Academy.?
He was supposed to have found
these coins personally in Italy. But by
this time, large collections of works of
art and books ?8 had already become
a symbol of culture, especially if the
collections referred to the history
of the state concerned. The result
of these views was the creation of
libraries and museums. The donation
of private collections to institutions
that we could describe as museums
became an action characteristic for
the period, since the collections held
in the museum were accessible to all
interested persons.®

Royal collections developed
brilliantly in the 18th century — in
London (it is possible that in the
collection of the later British Museum,
‘opened’ in 1753, there were coins
which Robert Ainslie, ambassador
of the King of Great Britain to the
Ottoman Empire, may have received
from a Polish collector),®® in Paris, in
Vienna, in Sankt Petersburg, Berlin,
Copenhagen. The  development
of collecting, connected  with
a blossoming of interest in Antiquity,
spread all over Europe, fascinated
by the discoveries in Herculaneum
(from 1738) and Pompeii (from 1748).

The collection which he formed
included numerous 'Greek vases'.*
We cannot fail to mention that
S.K. Potocki's collection also included
coins.*

Interest in Classical Antiquity
and Egypt was already developing in
Poland during the rule of the Saxon
Kings — Augustus Il the Strong (1697-
1706 and 1709-1733) and Augustus Il
(1733-1763). Proof of that can be
found in the collections gathered
in Dresden. There can be no doubt,
however, that the reign of King
Stanistaw August Poniatowski (1764-
1795),* was particularly important
for the development of interest
in collecting works of art,* which
included numismatics.

The activities of King Stanistaw
August  Poniatowski  (1764-1795)%
fell within European trend and were
conducive to undertaking scientific
research.*” The collection created by
the king,*® with its rich collection of
coins and medals, was in large part

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formed of ancient objects.* Stanistaw
August Poniatowski was interested
in numismatics before his elevation
to the throne® His collection was
a response to the trends prevailing in
Europe atthattime. The development
in these collections caused the
Cabinet of Engravings and the Royal
Library to grow. These collections
were a prestigious testimony to the
European character of the king and
the splendour of the court.”

The collection of coins® and
medals of King Stanistaw August
Poniatowski®** was, nevertheless,
‘estimated as the most valuable in
Poland, excellent in its selection’
as Eustachy Helenijusz [Eustachy
Antoni Heleniusz lwanowski] wrote
in 1873°* It was supplemented
by purchases (collections of Jan
Beniamin Steinhaser, and of Feliks
tubienski), also made abroad by
persons associated with the King. It
is not unlikely that such coins were
also brought to the King by Michat
Borch (1753-1810),> and some

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holders of Royal scholarships.®® It
was supervised by August Moszynski
(1731-1786).>" The royal collection
was also developed through
various gifts.®® One such gift was
the ‘pot with coins’ from Wilkowo in
Lithuania, given to the king in 1770
by Chamberlain Gutakowski (1738-
1811).>° A similar case is the urn with
bones and Roman coins,® discovered
near Reszel in Warmia and sent to the
king by Bishop Ignacy Krasicki (1735-
1801).5" The collection of I. Krasicki
was based on that inherited from his
mother, R6za, née Charczewska, the
castellan of Stonsk.

A number of coins from the
collection of I. Krasicki's went to the
Ossolinski National Institute in Lvov.
A part of his collection (also a library
rich in old prints" and a picture
gallery) was in hands of Count
Ksawery Ortowski (1862-1926), in
Jarmolince in Podolia.??

The collection of Polish coins of
King Stanistaw August Poniatowski
was taken over by Prince Stanistaw
Poniatowski (1754-1833), the king's
nephew. It was sold at auctions in
London. At this point one cannot fail

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to make mention the gem collection
of Prince Stanistaw Poniatowski.®
It was considered to be one of the
most complete and richest in Europe.
It was initially based on purchases
made by Prince Poniatowski during
his stays in lItaly. After the prince
settled in Italy, it was significantly
supplemented.®* As it turned out it
was dominated by forgeries.®

The times of Stanistaw August
Poniatowski were a period when
fascination with the culture of the
Greeks and Romans flourished.
It became popular in the Polish-
-Lithuanian  Commonwealth. The
number of collectors rose during
the reign of Stanistaw August
Poniatowski and the following years.
Interestingly, ‘materials’ from ancient
times coming from the northern Black
Sea coast played a particular role in
the history of Polish museology and
Polish collecting. This was not just
a reflection of the prevailing fashion.
It was a testimony to a real interest.
This is proven by the works of
Krzysztof Wiesiotowski (1742-1826),%
and Feliks toyko (1717-1779). ¢

(ca. 1720-1783) and lIzabela (1736-
1816) Lubomirski;®® from which they
passed into the hands of Stanistaw

The list of collections dating
to the times of Stanistaw August
Poniatowski is long. It is a sign of the
education of the elite of the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth; there
was a place for the ancient world
in teaching.””

King Stanistaw August Poniatowski
tried to acquire this rich collection.
The coins were bought abroad, as
well as imported ‘to order’ by the
commandant from the Crimea and
Istanbul. It is certain that books from
de Witte's library found their way
into the Royal book collection. The
fate of the coin collection, after the
general’s death, is virtually unknown.
One version suggests that it went,
at least in part, to the Potockis’
collection in Tulczyn.”

Collections of coins were
owned by Tomasz Czapski, staroste
of Knyszyn (1711-1784),’ and Jozef
Rzewuski, staroste of Drohobycz
(1739-1816). Coins were also in the
collection of the Canon Fr. Michat
Sottyk (1742-1815).””  An account
is preserved concerning the Rev.
Antoni  Zotedziowski  (1711-1783),
a theologian and professor at the
Cracow Academy, which informs
that while in Rome in the years 1750-
1751, he devoted money he had
saved to buy books, ‘medals’ and
ancient coins, which he donated to

The loss of independence by
Poland caused that the collection
of works of art,” including coins,
started to be looked at differently
than it had been done before.

Tadeusz Czacki (1765-1813)%
bought a part of King Stanistaw
August Poniatowski’s collection after
his death. This was donated to the
Secondary School in Krzemieniec,®
(from 1818 onwards the Lyceum of
Volhynia),® founded thanks to the
dedication of Czacki. At that time it
was the largest collection of coins
in Poland.®® In 1828 the Krzemieniec
collection was moved to Vilnius,
where a university collection already
existed. After the liquidation of the
university in 1832 the coins were
transported to St. Petersburg. Here
the more interesting pieces were
selected; the rest was transferred
to Kiev, to the newly established
university.

Interest in creating collections
was maintained in Poland into the
19th century, during that period
it acquired an eminently national
character. The partitioners did not
succeed in cutting the Poles off from

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their national tradition and dividing
them on the basis of partitions.?

Importantly, it was at this very
time that public institutions began
to assume greater importance. The
group of educated ‘office workers'’
expanded.® Caring for Polish
traditions and culture became an
obligation. It is worth noting that
from the beginning of the 19th
century a new bourgeoisie was
developing, for whom ‘everything’
was available at the end of the
19th century.® To a certain extent it
began to compete with the landed
gentry, whose contribution to the
preservation of Polish tradition
cannot be overestimated.

At the turn of the century,
a collection of coins and medals
was in the possession of Michat
Hieronim Radziwit (1744-1831),%"
who in 1774 bought the palace in
Nieboréw. Throughout the years
1766-1774 the palace had been in
the possession of Michat Oginski,
who received King Stanistaw August
Poniatowski there. Nieborow as
well as the Nieboréw collection
was extended by Helena Radziwitt
(1752-1821), Michat Radziwitt's wife.
A magnificent collection of antique

(1829-1890), the son of Tytus
Dziatynski, created a collection
located in Gotuchow. It included not
only antique vases,* but also Polish,
national, items.*

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of a state, with an eye to the future,
collecting testimonies of history
involved not only collecting objects,
but also preserving cultural assets.
This idea was reflected in libraries
and collections that were being
formed, created both by private
individuals (such activity was very
popular) and public institutions.®
It seems very significant that public
museums were created in all the
partitioned areas, although they
operated under greater supervision
of the authorities than private
collectors.

Undoubtedly, special attention
was paid to national memorabilia,
the real and the ’‘legendary’ pasts
of Poland. Roman coins bearing
the legend SARMATICVS acquired
a special significance (Sarmatians as
ancestors of Poles).

At this point we should mention
a work published in Torun by Georg
Wende,®” Rector of the Academic
Gymnasium in Torun at the turn of
the 17th and 18th centuries, entitled
IV. IMPP romanorum nummos in
memoriam victoriae de Sarmatis
olim reportatae ...** The significance
of the Sarmatian ‘symbol’ can
already be seen in the work by Jozef
Aleksander Jabtonowski (1711-1777)
published in Halle in 1742, entitled

Afterthe Third Partition of Poland,
there was no place within the borders
of the Commonwealth for libraries
and museums that could later be
described as national. These arising
‘institutions’ to a large extent relied
on the support of private individuals.
Writing about the Volhynian Lyceum
in 1931, Jan Dobrzanski wrote: ‘And
if there (s anyone to whom gratitude
and remembrance is due, it is first and
foremost the generation that lived in
the first half of the last [19th] century
in Volhynia, Podolia and Ukraine.
They set an example of generosity
towards learning and teaching worthy
of imitation, as soon as cultural and
educational  opportunities  arose
for Poles in this part of the Russian
partitioned territories, every effort was
made to enable the emerging centres
of education to flourish'1%

In the Universities various
collections were developed, including
coin collections. The latter existed at
the universities of Cracow, Vilnius,
Warsaw,”" and also at the university
of Lvov.

The collections of  Vilnius
University ~were  supported by
donations — these were gifts given by

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private persons as well as by university
professors.”® Jozef Bielinski, in writing
about the university coin collection,
stated that it was small collection
based on private donations.® The
collection of the Society of the
Museum of Science and Art in Vilnius
(in time the collection was transferred
to the museum of the Society of the
Friends of Science) grew thanks to
donations from the landed gentry."*
However, one cannot fail to notice
that by that time the rich bourgeoisie
also supported science and culture.'®

At the University of Warsaw
a Numismatic Cabinet was created in
1827. Its development was initiated
by a collection of coins bought from
Major Jozef Biernacki. Objects were
also acquired from the collection of
Jan Chrzciciel Albertrandi and other
collections. After the November
Uprising of 1831 the coins from the
university collection were taken to
St. Petersburg.

In Lvov the coin collection
was initiated by a donation from
Vienna in 1785, consisting of several
thousand coins. In 1815 they were
given to the university library. Lvov
had a Municipal Museum of Arts and
Crafts, founded in 1874, and in 1891
the Museum of the History of the City

of Lvov and the King John Il Sobieski
National Museum were established.
The richest collection,’ was that
of the Ossolinski Library officially
opened in 1817.%7 In time the Library
was enriched by the rich collection
of Duke Henryk Lubomirski of
Przeworsk. A large collection of coins
was donated by Count Kazimierz
Krasicki and numerous other donors,
among them Ignacy Skarbek,
Gwalbert Pawlikowski, and Leon
Sapieha.”® It is worthy of note that
the landowner Adam Rosciszewski,
into whose hands had passed two
grossi cracoviensis of Casimir the
Great (1333-1370), found in a hoard
unearthed in the village of Ga¢, near
Przeworsk,"”” was supposed to have
donated one coin to the Ossolineum
and the other to the Jagiellonian
Library." This was probably related,
at least in part, to the character of the
Ossolineum, which was associated
with the landowning class.™

In Lvov coins were also in the
Dzieduszycki Museum, although
the basis of the collection were
zoological."™ It is worth noting here
that  Witodzimierz ~ Dzieduszycki

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(1825-1899), the founder of the
museum, opened in 1868 and
handed over to the Polish nation in
1880, stressed that the collections
came from the Polish lands within
the pre-partition borders.™

One cannot fail to mention the
scientific societies created at that
time — the Society of the Friends of
Learning in Lublin or the Scientific
Society in Ptock. Members of the
Warsaw Society of the Friends of
Learningwere aristocratsand doctors
alike, or university professors.™

In the 19th century Poles did
not avoid Jerusalem." The second
half of the 19th century was a time
when many private collections were
developed both ‘at home’ and
abroad. In many cases the latter
found their way back to institutions
in the country. In a number of cases
we can be sure that antiquities were
collected abroad in order to be
brought to Poland. A. Abramowicz,
an outstanding expert in the history
of Polish archaeology, in assessing
the events of the 19th century, has
written that: If artefacts as gifts
flowing into institutions, can be used
as a measure of the interest of society
(n its own most ancient past, then
that degree of impact of that past on

public imagination can be paralleled
in the enormous phenomenon of the
construction of the Kosciuszko Mound
in Cracow'™ Supported by this
public enthusiasm, archaeological
and museum institutions developed,
supported by private collections.
Fascination with the past, and taking
care of it, became an extremely
important  activity carried out
both by individuals and various
organisations.™  Such interests
had to be reflected in the material
remains of the past. Interest in the
ancient world was still ‘in vogue’, and
in Polish conditions such activities
gained particular importance due
to the loss of independence. It
became important to take care of
the testimonies to the past,™ and
this took on a special character. It
became the duty of an ever more
numerous intelligentsia.™®

In the middle of the 19th century
an archaeological museum (Museum
of Antiquities) was established in
Cracow. Its collection was based on
donations from private individuals.™’
The special importance of Cracow
for history of Poland cannot be
forgotten,?? if only because of the

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Wawel Castle."”® This special role of
Cracow was due to the autonomy of
Galicia (historical region with Lvov
as a centre) and political freedoms
resulting from political changes in
Austria.

The Counts Czartoryski Mu-
seum, opened in 1878, was also
developing in Cracow. It was one
result of the decision of Wiadystaw
Czartoryski (1828-1894) '>* to move
part of the collection from Paris
to Cracow. In 1879 the National
Museum was opened in Cracow.
Within its framework there was
a Numismatic Cabinet.”?> One of the
first gifts were Roman coins donated
by St. Stojowski in 1885, of which no
further details are available.”?® Further
coins were donated in subsequent
years. As J. Bodzek has described
it, ‘it was a "heroic” period, the gifts
coming to the National Museum
were an expression of the patriotism
of the Poles of those times'' The
list of donors who made gifts to

the National Museum is long."”® It
should also be noted that Cracow’s
institutions were treated as 'national’
and ‘permanent’ among Poles from
other partitions and the emigration.'®®

The most important gift was the
collection of Emeryk Hutten-Czapski
(1828-1896),*° who came to Cracow
in 1894."' The collection was donated
to the Museum in 1903 by the widow
of the founder of this wonderful
collection, Elzbieta Czapska. It is
significant that in the publication
of the collection of Emeryk Hutten-
Czapski the coins were presented
in their relationship to the history
of Poland (Pieces étrangeres se
rapportant a ['histoire de la Pologne
et de ses villes). The collection starts
with a coin of Constantine the Great
(306-337) bearing the inscription
SARMATIA DEVICTA.®2

The inscription  Monumentis
Patriae naufragio ereptis appears
on the building built by E. Hutten-
Czapski to house his collection.™?

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At this point it is worth
emphasising the persistence of
certain beliefs. In 1912 a numismatic
exhibition was opened in Koscierzyna,
town in Kaszubia. In an article about
the opening of the exhibition it was
pointed out that it showed coins
with the name of Sarmatia in the
inscription.”*

The transfer of the Hutten-
Czapski collection to the National
Museum encouraged other collectors
to undertake similar acts.®® It was
recognised that the development
of culture is an extremely important
activity in a situation where the Polish
state does not exist.”®

The collection of Franciszek
Piekosinski (1844-1906) was handed
over to the museum; it also included
coins from the collection of the
Kossak family.™’

In 1924 and 1926 the collection
of Zygmunt Mineyko (1840-1925),
in the most part formed in Greece,
among other sites at Dodona,
was handed over to the National
Museum."®

It is unquestionable that Polish
public collections, the collections of
the largest and smaller museums
alike, came into being in large part

thanks to the donation of private
collections, both great and small,
which were mainly created in the
second half of the 19th century
and in the early 20th century. In
Galicia museums were established,
often  for patriotic  reasons,'®
among other cities, in Przemysl,
Tarnopol, Kamieniec  Podolski,*°
Kotomyja.”! The museum in the last
city was founded in 1892 by Count
E.Starzenski,"*whodied around 1900,
to celebrate the 101st anniversary of
the 3rd of May Constitution. Most
of them were created with local
support to preserve evidence of
a bygone age.™*

Numerous donors,'* beginning
with  Seweryn Mielzynski  (1804-
1872)  (the Mielzynski ~ family
donated the building in which were
housed the numerous gifts) benefited
the collections of the Poznan Society

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of the Friends of Learning, founded
in1857. Up to 1860, 1736 objects were
donated.”” Among them a treasure
of coins in a ‘black urn” was donated
by Rev. W. Taszarski. Thanks to the
donors’ generosity, the numismatic
collection soon reached over 20.000
items. 48

In the case of Great Poland one
cannot fail to mention the Casino
of Gostynin, as well as the Society
of National Antiquities Collectors in
Szamotuty.

Many private collections were
created.™ In Vilnius the collection
of Jozef Antoni Korwin Kossakowski
(1772-1842) was famous. In Kielce,
coins were collected by Tomasz
Zielinski (1802-1858).

The institutions in Warsaw to
which donations were directed, apart
from the University, were firstly the
Museum of Industry and Agriculture,
established in 1875 thanks to
private funds,™ and the Society for
the Encouragement of Fine Arts
(established in 1860), and only later
on to the National Museum.

The list of donors is headed by
people living in the Black Sea areas
of the Russian Empire. Many Poles
lived in Odessa, Kerch and Nikolaev.
Not a few of them were interested in

the ancient history of the region.™" It
is certain that among the Poles living
on the northern coast of the Black
Sea, the creation of collections was
a patrioticactivity, whichis particularly
evidenced by the attitude of Poles
living in Odessa.™ In Odessa in the
late eighteenth century, the Polish
‘Black Sea Company’ was founded,
supported by King Stanislaw August
Poniatowski.™ In the museum®™
of the Odessa Society of History
and Antiquity (among its members
were Poles),”® a bust attributed to
Sigismund Il Vasa was exhibited.™®
The text in the ‘Odessa Calendar for
1907" is significant: 'We print to our
Compatriots ..., because we need to
know something about ourselves, so
that nobody can say about us: "You
praise others, you do not know your
own, you do not know yourselves —
what you have!". Many Poles living
in Odessa created collections of
antiquities, as well as collections of
coins.”’

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General Karol Stahel (1816-1890),
who lived in Odessa,™® donated his
collection of coins, containers, and
antique lamps to the Jagiellonian
University.

Odessa became an important
centre of scientific studies conducted
by Poles, who assembled interesting
collections of ‘antiques’ there. Jozef
Czaki (1857-1936), a doctor practising
in Odessa, gave artefacts from the
northern coast of the Black Sea to
the Warsaw Museum of Industry
and Agriculture.™ Donations did
not come exclusively from the
elite. In Warsaw, the Society for the
Encouragement of Fine Arts, now
primarily housed in the collection of
the State Archaeological Museum,
received material from ancient Olbia
and its environs, collected by Jozef
Choynowski  (1833-period of the
First World War),"®® which also came
from his excavations. In many cases
the objects donated to Warsaw,
including specimens of Greek and
Scythian weapons, are unique, such
as the early Scythian helmet donated
by the Warsaw painter, conservator,
and collector Antoni  Strzatecki
(1844-1934)." The National Museum

in Warsaw has a very rich collection
of coins. A collection of coins of
the cities of the Black Sea formed
by Ignacy Terlecki (1860-1914) in the
Crimean city of Kerch.'®? A part of his
collection entered the Petersburg
Hermitage, and part the National
Museum in Cracow.'®®

The collection of I. Terlecki was
created primarily in Kerch, where an
important community of researchers
into the ancient history of Crimea,
and collectors of antiquities was
based.’® The uniqueness of Terlecki’s
collection was due to the fact that
it was one of the best collections
of antique coins from the cities of
the northern coast of the Black Sea,
especially of the Bosporan state.’®
The collection was purchased by
the Museum in 1925 and 1930. The
artefacts were brought to Poland by
Terlecki’s wife, who left Russia with
their children in 1919. In Warsaw the
family found itself ‘in great financial
difficulties’.’®®

At this point, it is worth noting
that J. Czaki from Odessa, and
|. Terlecki (Kerch) were doctors.

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The rich and varied collection of
Witadystaw  Semerau-Siemianowski
(1849-1938), a physician who worked
in Turkey for many years, was
donated to the National Museum in
Warsaw. He donated to the National
Museum about 30,000 Greek,
Roman and Byzantine coins. Apart
from the coins, the collection also
included other artefacts — a set of
antique glassware, terracottas, as
well as other items found among
things, during the construction of
railway lines.'®™ As A. Szemiothowa
has written in 1955, ‘in this way
the donor wanted to compensate
the Homeland for his work abroad
and for strangers'’® Until 1920 W.
Semerau-Siemianowski  stayed in
Turkey. When the scientific value of
his collection became widely known,
one foreign university offered to
buy it. W. Semerau-Siemianowski
was forced to decline, informing
the potential purchaser that it was
intended for a museum in Poland.”®

the splendid collection of Walery
Amrogowicz from Sopot, which was
donated to the Scientific Society in
Torun in 1931."

cultural and scientific institutions.

The popularity of acquiring
antiquities,  creating  collections
with a view to transferring them to
museums was current during World
War II. A special role was played by
Polish soldiers who were present and
fought in the Middle East.

The story, repeatedly quoted
in the literature, of the hoard
from Kisarabad in Irag,"® found in
1942 by Polish soldiers during the
construction of a camp, is significant.
The assemblage contained
Byzantine and Sassanian gold and
silver coins and gold and silver
ornaments. Almost the entire find
was requisitioned by the British High
Command. Despite the search for
the hoard undertaken in the early
1980s, no trace of the hoard was
found in British museums.” The only
known relics from this find are a few
coins and ornaments, which were
kept by a Polish soldier, a witness
to the discovery. They are in the
collection of the Archaeological and
Ethnographical Museum in Lodz."°

Collecting historical objects was
a popular activity, but not the only

Purchases for war museums, financed
by contributions from soldiers, have
been confirmed.”® To a large extent
this statement applies to coins, which
could have been found, for example,
during construction work.'

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An Archive of the Polish Army
in the East existed in 1942,% in
which there was a separate Museum
section.”® In 1943 out of this section
a Field Museum of the Polish Army
in the East was created. In 1944 the
Field Museum was divided into the
Field Museum No. 1 of the Polish
Army and the Field Museum No. 2
of the Polish Army.®® The original
decision to establish a Museum in
1943 was made as a result of the
activities of Jaroslaw Sagan (1903-
1979),"” who by that time had created
a rich natural history and historical
collection, for which he first began
collecting in Syria. In Field Museum
No. 2, a separate archaeological
section existed, and within it there
was a place for numismatics.

In 1943, Reservist Corporal
J. Sagan, took up a job in the Archives
of the Polish Army in the East, as
‘deputy museum clerk’.® J. Sagan
had the necessary education and
knowledge to hold such a position.
Before the war he worked in the
Museum in Truskawiec. The museum
was founded by the Jarosz brothers,
inhabitants of Truskawiec. Rajmund
Jarosz being the owner of the health

resort there.® J. Sagan, wounded in
the defence of Tobruk, which made
normal military service impossible,
he took up collecting relics,
including those connected with the
archaeology of Egypt. The museum
received not only artefacts found by
the soldiers themselves, or bought
from money collected from among
them, but also those obtained during
his excavations. Cooperation with the
Egyptian Museum in Cairo proved

Poland in 1948. Most of them were
transferred to the Archaeological
Museum in Cracow,”" where they
are currently exhibited. The history
of J. Sagan’s collection became part
of the history of General Anders’s
army.”> Many of the objects have
been published. The natural history
collection created by J. Sagan was
deposited in the Natural History
Museum of the Polish Academy of
Sciences in Cracow. %

Amongst soldiers stationed in
Egypt and Palestine, the collection
of artefacts which were to go with
them to Poland seemed to be
a 'natural act".™

This is testified to by the number
of coins and various other artefacts
which, after the soldiers of the 2nd
Corps of the Polish Armed Forces
left Palestine, remained in the care
of Reverend Stefan Jabtonowski-
Pietruszka (1898-1973)," guardian
for the Poles who were in Palestine
during and after the war. Palestine

Polish Refugeesin Jerusalem'’ Thanks
to his efforts, the Third (Fig. Il) and
Fourth Stations of the Cross, leased
from the Armenian Church during the
war, became Polish centres (Fig. IIl).
Thanks to his efforts, the damaged
buildings were renovated with money
collected from Poles, including
Polish soldiers fighting in the Middle
East. The sanctuary took on a Polish
character. In the reconstruction plans,
Reverend Jablonowski-Pietruszka
included the information that a place
for a museum had been planned
(Fig. IVv)."8

When the Polish soldiers left
Palestine, not many Poles remained
there. The collection that was in
the care of Reverend Jablonowski-
Petruszka, based on the objects
which have survived, stands at more
than 12.000 coins, the vast majority
of which circulated in Palestine from
antiquity until the 1940s. During the
war and for many years after, they
were kept in the rooms of the Third
(Fig. IV) and Fourth Stations of the
Cross.™ These were given a Polish
character: Reverend Jablonowski-
Pietruszka had participated in their
reconstruction. During the war and
for many years after it was a Polish
sanctuary. The majority of these coins,

as of 2018 stored in the National
Museum in Cracow, have a 'patina’
on them characteristic of coins that
were in the ground.

A similar patina can be seen on
individual coins from the collection of
A. Klein (many coins have undergone
conservation). Nevertheless, in the
case of particular examples one can
write down that they were purchased:
the purchases were probably made
in the second half of the 1940s and
in the 1950s. It is very likely that the
purchases were made by Reverend
Jablonowski-Pietruszka.?®

Antoni Klein's collection®®' s
another one created in Palestine
during World War Il. In the immediate
post-war era it enriched the newly
formed numismatic collection of the
Prehistoric Museum in Lodz, now the
Archaeological and Ethnographical
Museum.

Very fragmentary data on the
activities of Antoni Klein and his
collection have been included in
very few publications, including
newspaper articles.! They were
mostly written with reference to
the presentation of specific coins
to the numismatic collection of the
Archaeological and Ethnographical
Museum in Lodz,? as well as objects
donated by A. Klein to the Museum
of teczyca (Central Poland).

Antoni Klein (Fig. 1) was born in
1901 in Choroszcza, near Biatystok.®
This is also where he graduated
from the King Sigismundus I
Augustus Gymnasium. In 1918, as
a volunteer, he enlisted, together
with his friends from his scout group,
in the 5th Regiment of Uhlans of
the Polish Army. Then he served in
the Biatystok Rifle Regiment of the
Lithuanian-Byelorussian ~ Division.
He fought in the war of 1920. In
1921, he became a soldier of the
1st Air Force Regiment in Warsaw.
In 1926, he graduated from the
H. Wawelberg and S. Rotwand
Higher School of Machine Building
and  Electrical Engineering in
Warsaw. From 1929, he worked at the
Biatystok Voivodship Offices (in the
Voivodship  Technical Supervision
section). In 1928, he received training
as a Guardian of Archaeological
Monuments. From 1934, he was
a voluntary Protector of Monuments
for the Biatystok Voivodship.

In the 1930s A. Klein was
a member of the Board of the
Biatystok Branch of the Polish
Touring Society. He participated in
the preparation of the guidebook
to Biatystok and its surroundings,
published in 19387

Due to his cooperation
with  the State Archaeological
Museum and his own excavations,
A. Klein's practical experience and
knowledge of the requirements for
archaeology were extensive. This can
be seen in the data contained in the
documentation relating to coin finds
from the Middle East. In the records
relating to his Middle Eastern coin
finds the findspot is always given,
its description (for example ‘ruins’,
‘on the surface’), the nature of
the find ('stray find’, 'hoard’), and
identification of the coin (wherever
possible). Only in a few cases the
surviving information about the
findspotrequired further clarification.
For example ‘Ell-Shatt / Saudi Arabia
/15 km to the west of the Red / Sea
/ on the surface of the desert / loose
find". This probably refers to a village
on the border of the Sinai desert,

in Egypt.®

In 1939, after the Red Army
entered Poland, declared an enemy
of the Soviet state and its system,
Antoni Klein tried to reach Romania
in order to get to France and the
Polish Army from there. This attempt
ended in failure. He did not cross the
Romanian border — he was handed
over to the Russians. A. Klein found
himself in the USSR. He was sent
to Siberia — to the ‘Toloknianka’
camp in western Siberia. Despite
having surgery on his leg in 1939,°
he worked at clearing the forest. In
1941, as a soldier of the Polish Army
commanded by General W. Anders,
he left the USSR. Through Persia and
Irag, he reached Palestine (Fig. 4).

A second operation carried out
in Palestine (the first was in Poland
in 1939) did not have the desired
effect. Antoni Klein was demobilized.
After his demobilization, he stayed
mainly in Tel Aviv, where many
Poles were living." It was the
largest concentration of Polish
refugees (Jerusalem was the second
largest), among whom were many
representatives of the world of

science and culture.” He worked in
the ‘Polish House’, a Polish cultural
organization, and was also a stage
designer in a travelling theatre
(which is particularly reflected in his
drawings made at the time). Later, as
a construction engineer, he worked
in the Attal Construction Office in Tel
Aviv,® as well as in a design office in
Jaffa.™ The reality of contemporary
Palestine is reflected in the drawings
made by Klein at that time.”

He travelled around Palestine
and its neighbouring regions (which
are recorded by his few surviving
drawings of that time), collecting
not only coins, but other artefacts
also, lamps, ceramics, ‘amulets’, and
Eastern weapons. It seems that coins
were, however, the most important.
Data concerning Klein's purchasing
activities are sparse, and confined to
the description of individual coins,
such as ‘acquired by A. Klein in
Egypt’. In the Klein collection there
are a few examples of forgeries. Their
presence may be explained by a few
acquisition cards, filled in by Klein
although not signed by him, in the
Municipal Museum of Prehistory in
Lodz", which bear the text ‘acquired
through exchange by A. Klein' (Fig 5).

The numismatic collection of
A. Klein is undoubtedly one of the
most valuable, next to the collection
of J. Sagan described in the previous
chapter and those looked after
by Rev. S. Jabtonowski-Pietruszka,
created by Poles in the Middle East.
There can be no doubt that there
were more collections made by
soldiers.™

After returning to Poland
(the collection arrived in full) Klein
settled in Lodz. After a short time
he very quickly established contact
with the Lodz Prehistoric Museum,
whose director at the time was
Professor Konrad Jazdzewski.
Jazdzewski mentioned Antoni
Klein in his memoirs, relating the
acquisition from him of a work by
Bernard de Montfucon, the ‘pioneer
of archaeology’. It found its way
into the Museum library." In 1947,
A.Kleingavealectureatthe University
of Lodz (the head of the Department
of Prehistory of the University of
Lodz was Prof. K. Jazdzewski) on his
‘excavation work’ in Palestine, during
which he presented the coins he had
collected there.®

It was during this time that
Antoni Klein began to a long and
close  cooperation with  Anatol
Gupieniec  (1914-1985), M.A. the
founder and long-time head of the
Numismatic Department of the Lodz
Prehistoric Museum, since 1956 the
Archaeological and Ethnographical
Museum in  Lodz. The rich
correspondence between A. Klein and
A. Gupieniec, preserved in the Archive
of Numismatic Department of the
Archaeological and Ethnographical
Museum in Lodz, bears exceptional
testimony to this cooperation.

The Prehistoric Museum
gradually, over a period of three
years (starting in 1947) bought
from Antoni Klein his collection of
coins created in Palestine. Each coin
received a ‘'museum inventory card'’.
The ‘oldest’ ‘cards’ were filled in by
A. Klein personally.

In spite of the rapid develop-
ment of the numismatic collection
of the Lodz Museum (currently
numbering circa 60.000 objects),
the collection of A. Klein remains
one of the most important. In 1948
it provided crucial support to the
newly  established  Numismatic
Department of the Archaeological
Museum (previously the Prehistoric
Museum). At least part of the coins
from the collection of A. Klein's
was presented at the first post-
war numismatic exhibition in the
Archaeological Museum in Lodz
(probably  the first  numismatic
exhibition in post-war Poland in
the opinion of A. Gupieniec), which
opened on 18 December 1948.%

Some of them (Fig. 7
and 8) found their way into the
journal "tddzki Numizmatyk’ (Lodz
Numismatics),? published since 1961
as an organ of the K. Stronczynski
Numismatic Section of the Lodz
Branch of the Polish Archaeological
Society. Antoni Klein was a member
of the Society from the time the
Section was founded.

During his wanderings in the

and 13). Data given on the cover
of the notebooks suggest that they
were created in 1960s. The fate
of this part of the collection is not
known to the Author.

What raises the value of Antoni
Klein's collection higher than many
others are, as pointed out earlier, the
data recorded in the case of many
of the coins about the findspot, and
sometimes also the circumstances,
in which they were found. Such
detailed data do not exist in the case
of coins from other collections.

The basis of the data on the finds
are the ‘inventory cards’ mentioned
above, completed and signed by A.
Klein, relating to new acquisitions by
the Municipal Museum of Prehistory
in Lodz, compiled in 1947, as well
as three inventories of the coins by

Klein, which are deposited at the
museum.®! Their content is consistent
and so is the data given in them —
only the oldest list tries to indicate
the mint where the coin was struck.

In the light of the contents of
the inventory cards of the Prehistoric
Museum in Lodz (Figs. 14-23) coins
from ‘Arsuf (Apollonia)’ came ‘from
the ruins of the city and the citadel’
(perhaps the term ‘citadel’ is used for
the Crusader castle. Coins from ‘Tel-
Aviv Mahlul" were found in ‘the ruins
of ancient Arab buildings’. On the
other hand, the finds from ‘Summayl,
south of the Yarkon River’ are surface
finds made in 1943-1947, ‘'on a rocky
hill, ‘on the Tel-Aviv — Summayl
road’, ‘on the bank of the river’
[Yarkon — MM], ‘in the ruins of some
old watchtower on the Yarkon River’,
‘'on the site of a former fort’, ‘from
the ruins of a village’ ‘on the banks
of the river Yarkon’. From Emmaus
come surface finds made ‘in a field
to the E of the village of Emmaus’.
‘Jericho, from the ruins of the old
city’. From Gaza come surface finds
made ‘chance finds, by the sea ...
The term ‘from the cultural
deposition’ also occurs frequently.

The surface find already
mentioned, ‘on the surface of the
desert’ in 'El-shatt’ ‘Saudi Arabia
(Saudia) on the west of the Red
Sea’ should be considered as very
interesting. In another version the
find was described as coming from

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‘Shah Pur — India on the Persian
Gulf'2? This proves that A. Klein
collected coins on his way to or
from India, where he was sent
for convalescence after his leg
operation.® A coin of Malhar Rao
(1870-1875), minted in Baroda, which
is preserved in the collection, is the
best evidence for his coin collecting
activity in northern India.**

The information on the cards is
supplemented by the entries in the
coin inventories, which have been
stored in the Museum archives and
have long remained unnoticed (and
perhaps undervalued), described as
the ‘Collection of coins belonging
to Antoni Klein'3> There are three
such inventories, two of which are
handwritten and one typewritten.
The inventories contain information
about coins found in ‘The Ruins on
the Mediterranean Sea. Between
Tel-Avivand  Apollonia’.  Coins
found at Antioch in Syria are also
mentioned in them.

All the inventories have the same
layout — identifying the coin and
dating, its description and findspot.

The most important seems to

be the oldest of them, not furnished
with a date, drawn up by hand,

altered and added to, on sheets of
smaller format by the creator of the
collection.*® The lists are not dated.
The content of the oldest suggests
that it was made around 1947.
(Fig. 24-30). The second (Fig. 31), was
made for administrative purposes.
It was created in or after 1948. It is
less accurate than the oldest one. The
third inventory (Fig. 32), typewritten,
is very neat and comprehensive.
It lists Roman, Byzantine, Arabic
and Polish coins — probably not the
coins whose drawings were placed
in the notebooks which have been
mentioned above.

The place names listed in the
catalogue (Map): Apollonia, Atlit,
Ascalon, Acre, Emmaus, Caesarea,
Gaza, Haifa, Jaffa, Latrun, Ramlah,
Summayl and others, indicate
that the coins, as well as the other
artefacts, were collected throughout
Palestine, parts of Jordan and Syria,
throughout, in fact, the era of the
contemporary British  Palestinian
Mandate. In the vast majority of
cases they are single finds. Very
interesting is the information about
the coin of the Nabatean ruler Aretas
IV —'Coin found by E....da [the letters
impossible to decipher] Saffadi in
Amman (Transjordan)”.

In the case of many coins in
the museum inventory is written
‘Palestine’ or ‘Found in Palestine’.
The latter entry has been used in the
catalogue published here.

The vast majority of the coins
are in sufficiently good state of
preservation (some of them have
been subjected to conservation),
to allow them to be identified,
proving that they were found in
the ground. There are also very
damaged specimens (omitted in the
catalogue, as well as those which
have been erroneously identified).

One of the reasons for this
situation seems to be a large range
in time and place of production of
the coins collected by A. Klein - from
ancient Greek coins, money of Judea
and the Nabatean rulers, 'through’
the coins of the Roman Empire,
issues of the Crusaders, to the coins
of the Islamic world, which were
used in the Middle East; there are
also, as already mentioned, single
pieces minted in northern India.

Amongst the coins he collected,
Klein identified only two groups
which he described as hoards.

The older hoard is a group of
coins issued by Nabatean rulers.
These coins are supposed to have
been removed from the ‘wall of
a trench’. The findspot is given as
‘Amman, Jordan'. Other information
is lacking.

Klein described the findspot
of the second hoard as ‘the ruins
on the Yarkon River. In the Tel
Aviv area, the closest ruins on the
Yarkon River are at Tell Qudadi,
(a fortress built in the 8th century
BC, abandoned in the middle of the

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7th century BC),*” which had already
been archaeologically investigated
in 1937-1938. However, it does not
fully correspond to Klein's notes. It
is difficult in these circumstances to
pinpoint the precise location of the
find — a multitude of archaeological
sites along the Yarkon River have
been identified. It is also impossible
to say what the term "trench’ or site
(specifically its character) means in
this case. We cannot rule out that it
might have been that the trench was
of interest to Klein simply because of
his archaeological experience.

Coins of the ancient world
dominate among the published
coins. The vast majority of coins have
been struck in ‘copper’, silver coins
are less numerous. There are no
gold coins. This situation is particular
evidence that, in the vast majority of
cases, the specimens were found
in the ground. It is difficult to deal
with the pieces acquired by A. Klein
‘through  exchange’ mentioned
above. The coins collected by
A. Klein are low denomination coins.

The structure of the collection
fully corresponds to what was
discovered  during  excavations
carried out on various sites.®
However, the state of preservation
of the coins, confirming that they
were found ‘in the ground’, does not
allow us to discuss whether there

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are no ancient ‘barbarian’ imitations
in the collection.?®

Greek coins are not numerous
and are mostly issued by those
centres active in the region. It will
come as no surprise that the coins
of ancient Judea are far more
numerous. Coins from the time of
the Roman Empire are the most
numerous: both issues of the local
centres of Syria, Judea and Egypt,
as well as imperial ones. There
are Byzantine coins and Arabo-
Byzantine issues (7th century).* This
structure, given the data on where
the coins were found, also reflects
the cultural diversity.*!

Of exceptional value are the
few coins dating to the time of the
Crusaders. These include both coins
struck by the Crusaders themselves,
and coins struck in France at the
time of the Crusaders.*? The Islamic
world is represented, apart from the
Arabo-Byzantine coins mentioned
above, by issues of the Umayyads
and Abbasids, Samanids and
Ayyubids, and the Zangids of Mosul
and Aleppo. There are coins of the
Mameluks, llkhanids and Afsharids.
There are coins of Ottoman Turkey.
What is puzzling, however, is the

presence in the collection of Mongol
coins of the Golden Horde and the
Crimean Khanate, dating from the
times of the Girey dynasty.

It was decided to include in the
catalogue an antique that is difficult
to identify. Among the proposed
identifications, it was suggested that
it might be part of a lamp holder.
In his catalogue A. Klein placed the
object between the coins.

Unikatowa kolekcja monet przez Antoniego Kleina zebrana na Bliskim
Wschodzie w czasie Il wojny $wiatowej w zbiorach Muzeum Archeologicznego
i Etnograficznego w todzi

W efekcie Il rozbioru Rzeczypospolitej Polska utracita niepodlegtos¢ na
ponad 100 lat. Kleska polityczna, rozdzielenie Polski pomiedzy zaborcow, nie
oznaczata jednak upadku $wiadomosci narodowej. Znalazto to swoje odbicie
w dbatosci o polska kulture, polska tradycje. W wieku XIX powszechne stato sie
przekazywanie do instytucji gromadzacych dobra narodowe, przede wszystkim
tych dziatajacych na obszarze Rzeczypospolitej (ale nie tylko, w pierwszym przy-
padku w sposéb szczegdlny swiadczy Biblioteka Ossolinskich we Lwowie, w dru-
gim Muzeum Narodowe Polskie w 1870 r. zatozone w Raperswilu w Szwajcarii).
To woéwczas do placowek w Warszawie dotarty zabytki, ktére podarowat Jézef
Czaki (1857-1936), lekarz mieszkajgcy w Odessie. Do warszawskiego Muzeum
Przemystu i Rolnictwa przekazat on zabytki z kolekcji stworzonej przez niego
w Odessie. Karol Stahel (1816-1890) przekazat do zbiorow Uniwersytetu Jagiel-
lonskiego kolekcje waz antycznych i monet. Tam trafity rowniez figurki terakoto-
we zebrane w Kerczu przez Edwarda Rulikowskiego (1825-1900). Lista podob-
nych wymienionym wyzej ofiarodawcédw jest dtuga.

Po odzyskaniu przez Polske niepodlegtosci w muzeach polskich znalazty
sie numizmatyczne zbiory Stanistawa Mineyko (1890-1924) — zabytki antyczne
z terenu Grecji, Ignacego Terleckiego (1860-1916) — potnocne wybrzeza Mo-
rza Czarnego, Wtadystawa Semerau-Siemianowskiego (1849-1938) — monety
z osrodkow antycznych Gregji i Turgji.

Zbieranie i przekazywanie rozmaitych ,starozytnosci’, w duzej czesci kolek-
¢ji numizmatycznych, w drugiej potowie XIX stulecia stato sie swoistego rodzaju
,patriotycznym obowiazkiem”. Dziatania takie kontynuowano — wystarczy wska-
zac¢ wybrane kolekcje wyliczone wyzej — w niepodlegtej Rzeczypospolitej.

W sposob szczegolny ,dbatos¢” o zasoby polskich muzedw data o sobie
zna¢ w czasie Il wojny $wiatowej. Zotnierze polscy rozrzuceni po niemal ca-
tym swiecie nie zapomnieli o niej. Tam, gdzie byto to mozliwe zbierano zabytki
(przynajmniej takie byto przekonanie), ktére gromadzono po to, aby przekazac
je do muzedw w Polsce. Potwierdzaja to rozmaite swiadectwa, jak chociazby
powotanie w strukturach Samodzielnej Brygady Strzelcow Karpackich Muzeum
Polowego nr 2, gromadzacego rozmaite swiadectwa przesztosci— stato sie tak
dzieki aktywnosci Jarostawa Sagana, zotnierza Brygady (1903-1979). Obec-
nos¢ zotnierzy polskich w Syrii, Egipcie i Palestynie stworzyta mozliwos¢ takich
dziatan.

Szczegdlnym przyktadem postawy polskich zotnierzy jest kilka monet, be-
dacych czescig skarbu monet bizantyhskich i sasanidzkich znalezionego pod-
czas budowy obozu wojskowego w Kisarabadzie (Irak). Nie wiadomo, co stato
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z wiekszoscig zabytkéw — kilka monet zatrzymanych przez polskiego zotnierza
trafito po wojnie do Muzeum Archeologicznego i Etnograficznego w todzi.

Przybycie do Palestyny zotnierzy polskich dowodzonych przez
gen. Wtadystawa Andersa to kolejny przyktad ,patriotycznej powinnosci”.

Bardzo powazne zbiory zabytkdw zebrane i zakupione przez zotnierzy
Il Korpusu Polskich Sit Zbrojnych na Zachodzie zgromadzone zostaty w po-
mieszczeniach Ill Stacji Drogi Krzyzowej w Jerozolimie, ktére w dobie Il wojny
Swiatowej stato sie polskim sanktuarium. Nad zbiorami, przede wszystkim mo-
net, opieke sprawowat ksigdz Stefan Jabtonowski-Pietruszka. Obejmowaty one
monety — ich stan zachowania dowodzi, ze w zdecydowanej wiekszosci sa to
egzemplarze znalezione na powierzchni — oraz lampki oliwne, niewielkie naczy-
nia, groty strzat, ozdoby.

Z zotnierzami Il Korpusu dotart do Palestyny Antoni Klein (1901-1968),
archeolog-amator o ogromnej wiedzy i doswiadczeniu. Ze wzgledu na ktopoty
z poruszaniem sie (ztamana noga) nie zostat przyjety do wojska. Korzystajac
z mozliwosci przemieszczania sie dotart do wielu miejsc. Gromadzac zabytki —
miedzy innymi lampki oliwne, zapisywat on miejsce i okolicznosci znalezienia.
Podnosi to wartos¢ naukowa kolekgcji. W zbiorze numizmatycznym sg zarowno
zabytki pojedyncze, jak i zespoty monet. Dane o znaleziskach, razem z moneta-
mi, w koncu lat 1940-tych przekazane zostaty do obecnego Muzeum Archeolo-
gicznego i Etnograficznego w todzi. Jest to jedna z najciekawszych wojennych
kolekcji monet.

W zbiorze Muzeum Archeologicznego i Etnograficznego w todzi jest po-
nad 400 monet z kolekgji A. Kleina. Sa to monety antyczne — greckie, rzymskie,
hebrajskie i nabatejskie. S monety bizantynskie i monety Krzyzowcow. Bardzo
bogaty jest zestaw monet Swiata arabskiego. W zdecydowanej wiekszosci mo-
nety ze zbioru A. Kleina nie zostaty opublikowane. Prezentowana ksigzka jest
pierwszym petnym opracowaniem zbioru .

Towarzyszaca ksigzce wystawa jest pierwszg petng ekspozycjg zbioru
A. Kleina, wzbogacona zdjeciami przekazanymi w Jerozolimie do dyspozycji
miedzy innymi Autora ksigzki. Po raz pierwszy udostepniono réwniez materiaty
archiwalne z Archiwum Muzeum Archeologicznego i Etnograficznego w todzi.

Une collection unique de monnaies collectée par Antoni Klein au Moyen-
-Orient pendant la Seconde Guerre mondiale dans la collection du Musée ar-
chéologique et ethnographique de t6dz

Suite au troisieme partage, la Pologne a perdu son indépendance pour
bien 100 ans. La défaite politique, la division de la Pologne entre les envahis-
seurs [l'empire de Russie, le royaume de Prusse et I'empire d'Autriche] ne si-
gnifiaient point le déclin de I'identité nationale. Cela se reflétait en souci pour
la culture et tradition polonaise. En XIX-eme siecle il était tres courant de faire
des dons aux institutions collectant des biens nationaux, surtout celles qui opé-
raient sur le territoire de la République de Pologne (mais pas seulement, ce qui
est particulierement démontré a la fois par la bibliotheque de Ossolihski de
Lviv et le Musée National Polonais en 1870, fondé a Rapperswil en Suisse). C'est
a cette époque-la, que les monuments offerts par Jozef Czaki (1857-1936), mé-
decin habitant a Odessa, sont venus aux institutions de Varsovie. Il a transmis
sa collection, créée a Odessa, au musée de l'industrie et agriculture de Varsovie.
Karol Stahel (1816-1890) a transmis sa collection de vases antiques et de pieces
de monnaie aux collections de I'Université Jagellonne. Cette collection a été en-
richie aussi en figurines en terre cuite recueillies a Kertch par Edward Rulikowski
(1825-1900). La liste de bienfaiteurs est longue. Dans la collection du Musée ar-
chéologique et ethnographique de t6dz il y a beaucoup de pieces de monnaie.

Apres avoir reconquis I'indépendance, les musées polonais ont gagné des
collections numismatiques de Stanistaw Mineyko (1890-1924) — des monuments
antiques de Grece de Ignacy Terlecki (1860-1916) — des monuments de rives
nord de la mer Noire de Witadystaw Semerat-Siemianowski (1849-1938) — des
pieces de monnaie provenant de la Grece antique et de la Turquie.

Collecter et transmettre de diverses «antiquités», en grande partie il s'agis-
sait des collections numismatiques de la seconde moitié du XIXe siecle, est de-
venu une sorte de «devoir patriotique». L'action fut continuée — il suffit d'indi-
quer les collections susmentionnées — en Pologne indépendante.

«Le souci» pour les collections des musées polonais était bien remarquable
pendant la Seconde Guerre mondiale. Les soldats polonais, dispersés presque
dans le monde entier ne l'ont pas oublié. La, ou cela était possible ils ramas-
saient les monuments (ils le croyaient au moins) et ils les transmettaient aux mu-
sées en Pologne. Cette activité est confirmée par divers témoignages, comme
la création du Musée provisoire n° 2 au sein des structures de la Brigade in-
dépendante de chasseurs des Carpates — grace a l'activité de Jarostaw Sagan
(1903-1970), un soldat de la Brigade. La présence des soldats polonais en Syrie,
Egypte et Palestine leur donnait une telle possibilité.

La collection de quelques pieces de monnaies qui font partie du trésor de
pieces de monnaies byzantines et sassanides trouvées lors de la construction du

camp militaire de Kisarabad (Irak) constitue un exemple particulier de l'attitude
des soldats polonais. On ne sait pas ce qui se passait avec la plupart des monu-
ments transmis au commandement britannique — quelques pieces de monnaie
conservées par un soldat polonais ont été offertes, apres la guerre, au Musée
archéologique et ethnographique de £6dz.

L'arrivée des soldats polonais dirigés par général Wtadystaw Anders en Pa-
lestine constitue un autre exemple du « devoir patriotique ».

Des collections remarquables de monuments, rassemblées par les soldats
du 2e Corps des forces armées polonaises de I'Ouest ont été recueillies dans
les locaux de la 3e Station du chemin de croix a Jérusalem, qui est devenue
un sanctuaire polonais pendant la Seconde Guerre mondiale. Les collections,
surtout celle de pieces de monnaies, étaient gardées par le prétre Stef Jabto-
nowski-Pietruszka. Parmi les collections se trouvaient les pieces de monnaies —
leur état prouve qu'elles avaient été trouvées sur la surface — les lampes a huile,
petits plats, pointe de fleche, bijoux.

L'ingénieur Antoni Klein est venu en Palestine avec les soldats du lle Corps
polonais. L'archéologue-amateur ayant une compétence et une expérience im-
pressionnantes. A cause des problemes avec la mobilité (une jambe cassée) il
n‘a pas été mis sous les drapeaux. Pouvant se déplacer il est parvenu a plusieurs
lieux. Il collectionnait les souvenirs — en outre les lampes a huile, il notait le lieu
et les circonstances des trouvailles. Cela augmente la valeur scientifique de la
collection. Dans la collection de pieces de monnaies il y a des monnaies singu-
lieres et des ensembles de monnaies. Les données sur les trouvailles et les mon-
naies, a la fin de I'années 1940 ont été transmises au Musée archéologique et
ethnographique de £odz. C'est I'une des plus intéressantes collections militaires
de pieces de monnaies.

La collection du Musée archéologique et ethnographique de £6dz compte
407 pieces de monnaie provenant de la collection d’Antoni Klein. Ce sont des
monnaies antiques - grecques, romanes, hébraiques et nabatéennes. Il y a aussi
des monnaies byzantines et des monnaies des Croisés. La collection de pieces
de monnaies du monde arabe est aussi tres impressionnante. La majeure partie
des monnaies appartenant a la collection de Antoni Klein n'a pas été publiée. Le
présent livre constitue la premiere élaboration complete de la collection. Le livre
est accompagné d'une exposition qui constitue la premiere exposition complete
de la collection d’Antoni Klein, enrichie de photos transmises a la disposition du
musée en outre par l'auteur du livre Pere Tadeusz de la Maison Polonaise de
Jérusalem. Pour la premiére fois aussi, les documents d'archives des Archives du
Musee archéologique et ethnographique de £6dz ont également été mis a la
portée du public.

Eine einzigartige Sammlung von Munzen, die Antoni Klein im Nahen Osten
wahrend des Zweiten Weltkriegs gesammelt hat, in der Sammlung des Archao-
logischen und Ethnographischen Museums in £6dz

Infolge der Dritten Teilung Polens verlor Polen fir tUber 100 Jahre seine
Unabhéngigkeit. Die politische Katastrophe, die Teilung Polens unter Eindring-
lingen, bedeutete jedoch nicht den Zusammenbruch des Nationalbewusstseins.
Das spiegelte sich in der Pflege der polnischen Kultur, der polnischen Tradition
wider. Im 19. Jahrhundert wurde es Ublich, nationale Kulturgtter an Institutionen
zu Ubertragen, vor allem an solche, die auf dem Gebiet der Republik Polen tatig
waren (aber nicht nur, wie insbesondere die Ossolinski-Bibliothek in Lemberg und
das 1870 gegriindete Polnische Nationalmuseum in Rapperswil in der Schweiz
zeigen). In dieser Zeit erhielten die Institutionen in Warschau die Denkmaler, die
Jozef Czaki (1857-1936), ein Arzt, der in Odessa wohnte, schenkte. Die Denkmaler
aus der Sammlung, die er in Odessa angelegt hatte, schenkte er dem Museum fur
Industrie und Landwirtschaft in Warschau. Karol Stahel (1816-1890) schenkte der
Jagiellonen-Universitat eine Sammlung antiker Vasen und Munzen. Auch die
von Edward Rulikowski (1825-1900) in Kertsch gesammelten Terrakotta-Figuren
wurden dorthin gebracht. Die Liste der oben genannten ahnlichen Spender ist
lang. Die Sammlungen des Archdologischen und Ethnographischen Museums
in £6dz umfassen Minzen.

Nach der Wiedererlangung der Unabhangigkeit Polens kamen in die
polnischen Museen die numismatischen Sammlungen von Stanistaw Miney-
ko (1890-1924) — antike Denkmaéler aus Griechenland, Ignacy Terlecki (1860-
1916) — die ndrdlichen Kiste des Schwarzen Meeres, Wiadystaw Semerat-
-Siemianowski (1849-1938) — Mlnzen aus den antiken Zentren Griechenlands
und der Turkei.

Das Sammeln und Ubertragen von verschiedenen ,Altertimern”, zum gro-
Ben Teil numismatischen Sammlungen, waren in der zweiten Halfte des 19. Jahr-
hunderts eine gewisse ,patriotische Pflicht”. Solche Aktivitdten wurden in der
unabhangigen Republik fortgesetzt — es genlgt, die oben genannten ausge-
wahlten Sammlungen anzugeben.

In besonderer Weise zeigte sich die ,Pflege” der Ressourcen polnischer
Museen wahrend des Zweiten Weltkriegs. Die in der ganzen Welt verstreuten
polnischen Soldaten haben sie nicht vergessen. Wo immer es moglich war, wur-
den die Denkmaéler gesammelt (so war zumindest die Uberzeugung), um sie
den Museen in Polen zu Ubergeben. Dies wird durch verschiedene Zeugnisse
bestatigt, wie z. B. die Grindung des Feldmuseums Nr. 2 im Rahmen der Un-
abhangigen Karpatengewehrbrigade, dazu kam dank der Tatigkeit von Jarostaw
Sagan, einem Soldaten der Brigade (1903-1970). Die Anwesenheit polnischer
Soldaten in Syrien, Agypten und Paléstina schuf eine Gelegenheit fiir solche
Handlungen.
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Ein besonderes Beispiel flr die Haltung polnischer Soldaten sind einige
Munzen, die Teil des Schatzes an byzantinischen und sassanidischen Minzen
sind, der beim Bau eines Militarlagers in Kisarabad (Irak) gefunden wurde. Es ist
nicht bekannt, was mit den meisten der dem britischen Kommando tbergebe-
nen Denkmalern geschah — ein paar von dem polnischen Soldaten behaltene
Munzen kamen nach dem Krieg in das Archdologische und Ethnographische
Museum in £6dz.

Die Ankunft der polnischen Soldaten unter dem Kommando von General
Wiadystaw Anders in Palastina ist ein weiteres Beispiel flr ,patriotische Pflicht”.

Eine sehr ernste Sammlung von Denkmalern, die von Soldaten des 2. Korps
der polnischen Streitkréfte im Westen gesammelt wurden, wurde in den Raumen
der 3. Station des Kreuzwegs in Jerusalem zusammengetragen, die wahrend des
2. Weltkrieges zu einem polnischen Sanktuarium wurden. Um die Sammlun-
gen, insbesondere um die Mlnzen, kimmerte sich Pater Stefan Jabtonowski-
Pietruszka. Darunter befanden sich Minzen — ihr Erhaltungszustand beweist,
dass die Uberwiegende Mehrheit von ihnen an der Oberflache gefunden wurde
— sowie Ollampen, kleine Geschirre, Pfeilspitzen, Verzierungen.

Mit den Soldaten des 2. Korps kam Ing. Antoni Klein in Paldstina an. Ein
Amateurarchaologe mit grolem Wissen und Erfahrung. Aufgrund von Bewe-
gungsproblemen (gebrochenes Bein) wurde er nicht in die Armee aufgenom-
men. Durch seine Mobilitdt erreichte er viele Orte. Beim Sammeln von Denk-
malern - unter anderem von Ollampen — notierte er den Ort und die Umstande
des Fundes. Dies erhoht den wissenschaftlichen Wert der Sammlung. Die nu-
mismatische Sammlung umfasst sowohl einzelne Denkmaler als auch Gruppen
von Minzen. Die Daten zu den Funden wurden zusammen mit den Minzen in
den spaten 40er Jahren des 19. Jahrhunderts an das Archaologische und Eth-
nographische Museum in £6dz Gbergeben. Dies ist eine der interessantesten
Kriegsminzensammlungen.

In der Sammlung des Archaologischen und Ethnographischen Museums in
t6dz befinden sich 407 Minzen aus der Sammlung von A. Klein. Dies sind antike
griechische, romische, hebrdische und nabatdische Minzen. Es gibt byzantini-
sche Minzen und Minzen der Kreuzfahrer. Der Satz an Miinzen der arabischen
Welt ist sehr reichhaltig. Die Uberwiegende Mehrheit der Mlinzen aus Samm-
lung von A. Klein ist nicht veroffentlicht worden. Das vorliegende Buch ist die
erste vollstandige Monographie zum Thema dieser Sammlung. Die Ausstellung,
die das Buch begleitet, ist die erste vollstandige Ausstellung der Sammlung von
A. Klein, angereichert mit Fotos, die u. a. dem Autor des Buches von Pater Ta-
deusz aus dem Polnischen Haus in Jerusalem zur Verfligung gestellt wurden.
Zum ersten Mal wurden auch Archivalien aus dem Archiv des Archaologischen
und Ethnographischen Museums in £6dz zuganglich gemacht.

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Per i musci polacchi ...

Una collezione unica di monete raccolte da Antoni Klein in Medio Oriente
durante la seconda guerra mondiale nella collezione del Museo Archeologico
ed Etnografico di todz

Come risultato della terza spartizione della Repubblica delle Due Nazioni,
la Polonia perse la sua indipendenza per oltre 100 anni. Ma la sconfitta politica
e la spartizione della Polonia tra le grandi potenze confinanti, non significarono
il crollo della coscienza nazionale. Cio & stato dimostrato dalla continua
preoccupazione dei polacchi per la loro cultura e la loro tradizione. Nel
XIX secolo la donazione di oggetti alle istituzioni che raccolgono i beni nazionali
e diventata comune in tutta Europa ed anche in Polonia. Prima di tutto si tratta
delle istituzioni che operavano sul territorio della precedente Repubblica delle
Due Nazioni (come ad esempio la Biblioteca Ossolinski di Leopoli), ma non
solo (un esempio € il Museo nazionale polacco a Rapperswil nella Svizzera,
fondato nel 1870). Fu allora che le Istituzioni museali di Varsavia ricevettero
i beni donati da Jozef Czaki (1857-1936), un medico abitante ad Odessa.
Al Museo dell'Industria e dell’Agricoltura Czaki dono degli oggetti della sua
collezione che aveva raccolto proprio ad Odessa. Karol Stahel (1816-1890)
invece dono una raccolta di vasi antichi e monete alle collezioni dell'Universita
Jagellonica a Cracovia. Alle collezioni di questo ateneo sono state donate
anche le statuette in terracotta, raccolte a Kerch da Edward Rulikowski (1825-
1900). L'elenco di tali donatori & lungo. Anche nella collezione del Museo
Archeologico ed Etnografico di £6dz si conservano delle monete donate.

Dopo che la Polonia riconquisto I'indipendenza, per i musei polacchi sono
state donate le raccolte monetali: di Stanistaw Mineyko (1890-1924) provenienti
dalla Grecia, di Ignacy Terlecki (1860-1916), dalle coste settentrionali del Mar
Nero, di Wtadystaw Semerat-Siemianowski (1849-1938) provenienti da centri
antichi greci e turchi.

La preoccupazione per arricchire i fondi dei musei polacchi divenne
evidente, in modo particolare, durante la seconda guerra mondiale. | soldati
polacchi sparsi quasi in tutto il mondo non si dimenticarono di questa idea. Ove
possibile, raccolsero manufatti (perlomeno tale era la loro convinzione) per
trasmetterli in futuro ai musei in Polonia. Lo confermano diverse testimonianze,
per esempio la creazione all'interno delle strutture della Brigata Indipendente
Fucilieri dei Carpazi, del Museo da Campo no 2, che ha raccolto tali reperti.
Questo e diventato possible grazie all‘attivita di Jarostaw Sagan (1903-1970),
un soldato della Brigata. La presenza di soldati polacchi in Siria, Palestina
ed Egitto ha creato le premesse di tale attivita di raccolta.

Un esempio particolare dell'atteggiamento dei soldati polacchi é fornito
da alcune monete, che fanno parte del tesoro di monete bizantine e sassanidi,
trovato durante la costruzione di un campo militare a Kirsabad (Irag). Non
€ noto cosa sia successo alla maggior parte dei reperti consegnati al comando
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britannico, ma alcune monete, conservate dal soldato polacco, dopo la guerra
furono donate al Museo Archeologico ed Etnografico di todz.

Grandi collezioni di monumenti, raccolti dai soldati del Il Corpo polacco
erano collocati nei locali della Terza Stazione della Via Crucis a Gerusalemme,
che durante la seconda guerra mondiale era un santuario polacco. |l
responsabile delle raccolte era don Stefan Jabtonowski-Pietruszka ed esse
includevano monete (il loro stato di conservazione indica che la maggior parte
e stata trovata in superficie), lampade ad olio, piccoli vasi, punte di freccia,
ornamenti vari.

Insieme ai soldati del Il Corpo in Palestina giunse lI'ingegnere Antoni
Klein — un archeologo dilettante, ma con una vasta conoscenza ed esperienza.
A causa dei suoi problemi di mobilita (aveva una gamba rotta) fu riformato
dal servizio militare. Perd approfittando della sua possibilita di viaggiare, Klein
ha visitato molti luoghi ed ha raccolto diversi manufatti. Inoltre registrava
il luogo e le circostanze del ritrovamento e cio aumenta il valore scientifico
della sua raccolta. La collezione numismatica comprende sia esemplari singoli,
che gruppi di monete. Alla fine degli anni Quaranta, le monete, insieme
ai dati sui ritrovamenti, furono trasferite al Museo Archeologico ed Etnografico
di £6dZ e questa e una delle piu interessanti collezioni di monete del periodo
della seconda guerra mondiale.

Le raccolte numismatiche del Museo Archeologico ed Etnografico di t6dz
comprendono 407 monete della collezione di A. Klein. Si tratta di monete
greche, romane, ebraiche e nabatee e ci sono anche monete bizantine e dei
Crociati. Molto ricca e la collezione di monete del mondo arabo. La stragrande
maggioranza delle monete della collezione di A. Klein non e stata edita. Il libro
presentato e il primo studio completo della raccolta. La mostra che accompagna
il volume, € la prima esposizione completa della collezione di A. Klein che
e anche arricchita dalle fotografie fornite da padre Tadeusz della Casa Polacca
a Gerusalemme. Per la prima volta sono stati messi in mostra anche i materiali
provenienti dagli archivi del Museo Archeologico ed Etnografico di £6dz.
